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Advanced study in classical studies, ancient history, ancient philosophy,
biblical studies, Egyptology, or ancient Near Eastern studies requires
demonstrable proficiency in one or more ancient languages. The
certificate in Ancient Languages, comprising 12 credits, is designed to
provide proficiency in at least one ancient language for students who
have completed an appropriate undergraduate degree and are planning to
pursue graduate work in one of these fields. Training in a second ancient
language is offered, and a writing-intensive course in a subject relevant
to the student’s interest will strengthen preparation for graduate-level
research and writing..
