Admission Requirements

Applicants apply for admission to the program via the Graduate School
application for admission (https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-
admissions/how-to-apply/). Requirements listed here are in addition to
Graduate Council policies listed under GCAC-300 Admissions Policies
(https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-education-policies/).

Undergraduate preparation in Ancient Mediterranean Studies or one

of its sub-fields (e.g., Classics, Ancient Near Eastern Studies, Hebrew
Bible, Egyptology, Early Christianity) is advisable. Students with a 3.00
junior/senior grade-point average (on a 4.00 scale) and with appropriate
course backgrounds will be considered for admission. Exceptions to
this minimum GPA may be made for students with special backgrounds,
abilities, and interests at the discretion of the program.
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
