Architecture, B.S. at University Park Campus
The pre-professional Bachelor of Science degree program in Architecture
(ARCBS) is a four-year curriculum which requires a minimum of 120
credits. The curriculum mirrors the first four years of the professional
(BARCH) program. The ARCBS program prepares graduates to pursue
careers in fields such as construction, real estate development, public
administration, or historic preservation. Students may also continue
their education at the graduate level in fields such as architecture, urban
planning, or law. Enrollment in the pre-professional (ARCBS) program is
limited to those students who transfer from the professional (BARCH)
program.

*Please note that the pre-professional program leading to a B.S. degree
is a non-accredited degree. In the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
only the professional degree (B.Arch--5 years) is recognized for
licensure application. Students applying for entry into the Department
of Architecture should check with the state of their residence for similar
regulations concerning requirements for licensure application.
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
