Admission Requirements

Requirements listed here are in addition to requirements listed

in GCAC-208 Dual-Title Graduate Degree Programs (https://
gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-education-policies/gcac/gcac-200/
gcac-208-dual-titles/).

Students must apply and be admitted to the primary graduate program
and the Graduate School before they can apply for admission to the
dual-title degree program. Applicants interested in the dual-title degree
program may make their interest in the program known clearly on

their applications to the major program and include remarks in their
statement of purpose that address the ways in which their research and
professional goals reflect an interest in African Studies-related research.

To be enrolled in the Dual Title Doctoral Degree Program in African
Studies, a student must submit a letter of application and transcript,
which will be reviewed by an African Studies Admissions Committee. An
applicant must have a minimum grade point average of 3.0 (on a 4 point
scale) to be considered for enrollment in the dual-title degree program.
Students must apply for enroliment into the dual-title degree program in
African Studies prior to taking the qualifying examination in their primary
program.
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
