Admission Requirements

Requirements listed here are in addition to requirements listed

in GCAC-208 Dual-Title Graduate Degree Programs (https://
gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-education-policies/gcac/gcac-200/
gcac-208-dual-titles/).

Dual-title Bioethics graduate students will first be admitted to their major
programs in accordance with the requirements stipulated by the Graduate
Council and the major program. They will then be admitted to graduate
study in the Bioethics program by an admissions committee consisting
of faculty affiliated with the Bioethics program. Applicants should have

a junior/senior cumulative average of at least 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale) and

an appropriate background in undergraduate course work. Prospective
dual-title students will write a statement of purpose that addresses the
ways in which their research and professional goals reflect an interest in
interdisciplinary bioethics research.
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
