Admission Requirements

Applicants apply for admission to the program via the Graduate School
application for admission (https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-
admissions/how-to-apply/). Requirements listed here are in addition to
Graduate Council policies listed under GCAC-300 Admissions Policies
(https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-education-policies/).

Applicants are evaluated on their portfolio of academic performance,
relevant work experience, quantitative and analytical skills as
evidenced from coursework and/or work experience. Scores from

the Graduate Management Admission Test (GMAT) may be waived
based on a combination of factors such as experience, performance in
undergraduate coursework, or advanced degree.

Admission decisions are based on the quality of the applicant’s
credentials in relation to those of other applicants. Evaluation criteria
include:

+ professional and academic accomplishments
+ one letter of recommendation

+ a personal statement that provides indications of future academic
and professional potential

+ GMAT scores (if applicable).

Application filing dates: Penn State Great Valley's M.B.A. program has a

rolling admission policy. New students may start classes in fall, spring, or

summer sessions.
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
