Admission Requirements

Students must be admitted to their primary graduate program and
The Graduate School before they can apply for admission to the dual-
title degree program. Students must be admitted into the dual-title
degree program in Climate Science no later than the end of the fourth
semester (not counting summer semesters) of entry into the primary
Ph.D. program.

Graduate students with research and educational interests in climate
science may apply to the Climate Science Dual-Title Degree Program.
Students must submit transcripts of their undergraduate and graduate
course work, a written personal statement indicating the career goals
they hope to serve by attaining a Climate Science dual-title, and a

statement of support from their dissertation adviser. A strong preparation
in the basic sciences is expected, with evidence of an interest in multiple

disciplines.
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
