COMPUTER SCIENCE

Admission Requirements

Applicants apply for admission to the program via the Graduate School
application for admission (https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-
admissions/how-to-apply/). Requirements listed here are in addition to
Graduate Council policies listed under GCAC-300 Admissions Policies
(https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-education-policies/).

Applicants must present a baccalaureate degree in Computer Science or
arelated field from a regionally accredited institution. A minimum GPA of
2.75 (on a 4.0 scale) is required. While a bachelor's degree in Computer
Science is not required, admission without deficiency requires that an
applicant has completed courses in analysis of algorithms, operating
systems, database, and linear algebra. If these courses are not taken
before admission to the program, they may be taken at Penn State
Harrisburg, but the student will receive at most 3 credits toward the M.S.
degree for these courses.

At the discretion of the program, applicants may be required to provide
scores from the Graduate Record Examinations (GRE) and/or the GRE
subject test in computer science. In addition, applicants must provide
three letters of reference, at least one of which is from an academic
source, and a letter outlining significant work experience and academic
and career objectives.
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
