Graduate assistantships available to students in this program and other
forms of student aid are described in the Tuition & Funding (https://
gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-funding/) section of The Graduate School’s
website. Students on graduate assistantships must adhere to the course
load limits (https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-education-policies/
gsad/gsad-900/gsad-901-graduate-assistants/) set by The Graduate
School.

In addition, several graduate fellowships are available for students within
the Department of Geosciences.

Programs of study are planned to require no more than two years for the
M.S. degree and three additional years, or five years total, for the Ph.D.
degree. A student transferring to the department with the M.S. degree
should plan on four additional years. Financial support from teaching or
research assistantships or from fellowships is available to students in
good standing, but not awarded beyond these limits except in unusual
cases.
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
