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PLANT BIOLOGY
Admission Requirements
Applicants apply for admission to the program via the Graduate School
application for admission (https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-
admissions/how-to-apply/). Requirements listed here are in addition to
Graduate Council policies listed under GCAC-300 Admissions Policies
(https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-education-policies/).

Students with a 3.00 junior/senior grade-point average (on a 4.00
scale) and with appropriate course background will be considered for
admission. The best-qualified applicants will be accepted up to the
number of spaces available for new students. Students entering this
program should have a strong foundation in the biological sciences,
including biochemistry, general physics, and college mathematics
through calculus. Students with limited deficiencies may be admitted
but must make up their deficiencies concurrently with their graduate
studies. B.S.-level applicants with good academic records who have had
strong training in plant biology and related courses, including research
experience, are generally admitted directly into the Ph.D. program. GRE
scores are not required for admission.
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
