Admission Requirements

Applicants apply for admission to the program via the Graduate School
application for admission (https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-
admissions/how-to-apply/). Requirements listed here are in addition to
Graduate Council policies listed under GCAC-300 Admissions Policies
(https://gradschool.psu.edu/graduate-education-policies/).

Students with appropriate course backgrounds and a 3.00 junior/senior
average (on a 4.00 scale) will be considered for admission. Scores from
the Graduate Record Examination (GRE) are required. It is expected

that students entering this degree program will have proficiency in

the Russian language and will have completed a B.A. in Russian or
Comparative Literature. Students in other humanistic fields such as
philosophy or history who have studied some literature and are proficient
in Russian are welcome to apply.
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
